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DATA PROTECTION POLICY

( following the Data Protection Act 1998)

The membership list is held electronically by the Membership Secretary, with a copy held securely by a Trustee in case of disaster to the database. Only the Membership Secretary has access to the full database. 

The Society assures members that

· Data will only be used for the specific purposes for which it was collected., ie., subscription and administration records, communication with members and distribution of the journal.

· Data will never be disclosed to other parties without the consent of the individual  member. It is an offence for other parties to obtain this personal data without authorisation.  The Society will never sell a mailing list.

· Members have a right of access to the information held about them, by written request to the Membership Secretary.  Incorrect information will be immediately amended.

· Personal information will be kept for no longer than is necessary. 

Members’ interests: 

Members may contact each other through the Members’ Interests service. No names, addresses, email addresses or personal details will be displayed on the website.At various times, members using the site are asked to enter the characters from a graphic image. This is essential to help prevent illegal access to the databases by robots etc. and to reduce the chance of being spammed. Members without email may initiate contact through the membership secretary, who will forward expressions of interest. 

Members addresses:

Members addresses are supplied to the Printers of the journal in order that the quarterly journal can be dispatched. this record is solely used for this purpose.

Groups:

Members wishing to be informed when group meetings are canceled may provide contact information to the group secretary who wil hold it solely for that purpose.
