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TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE GROUP COORDINATING SUBCOMMITTEE  

Purpose:

The Groups’ Coordinating  Committee is to make decisions on behalf of the Society concerning Group Activities. It will also be consulted and its views and advice sort  on matters concerning the running of the society, particularly in respect of activities taking place in the County or for which members help and assistance is required.

Application of the General Rules:

The Society’s General Rules for Subcommittees apply in full.  

Powers & Objectives:

The  Groups’ Coordinating  Committee  exists  to  make  decisions  on group activities  that are of such  a  nature  that  they do not require the approval of the Trustees. (This would only apply to items that need to be legally agreed by the trustees.)

The Committee will be responsible for the Group Protocol  and any changes (except those arising out of Legal decisions) will require their approval.
Membership:

Membership shall consist  of the Trustees and one representative of each society group If they are not trustees,  the Society Secretary and the Resources and Publications Managers shall be non voting members.

Chairmanship:

The Society Chairman shall be the Chair of the Committee.
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
