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TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR A GROUP COMMITTEE

The Group Committee is to make decisions on the  running of the group subject to the provisions of the Group Protocol.

Application of the General Rules:

The Society’s General Rules for Committees do not apply to a Group Committee as it is constituted in accordance with the Group Protocol..  

Powers & Objectives:

The  committee  exists  to  make  decisions  on running of the Group for the benefit of people attending that groups regular meetings and activities.

Membership:
Membership shall consist  of the those people elected by the members at the  Groups Annual General Meeting, in accordance with the procedure set down in the group Protocol.

Chairmanship:

The  Chairman shall be elected at the Group’s Annual General Meeting.
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
